INFRASTRUCTURE COMMITTEE

As our members return to Riverview Resort, we do so while mourning the recent loss of our Committee Chairman Bob Sample’s wife, Marge. Like Bob, Marge did a lot of work not only for our committee but for our entire Association. She will be missed.

Prior to starting on any new projects for this winter season, our committee would like to thank the entire Association’s Board of Directors for taking strong actions to address our failing infrastructure systems while still maintaining a large portion of our reserve funds

The following is a list of some of the major projects approved and completed during this last year: swimming pool drains brought into compliance with federal laws, new handicapped ramp at the club house that complies with federal law, swimming pool heaters vented properly, clubhouse roof repaired, new golf course pump station and related, authorized the inspection of the sanitary sewer system which was found to be in a serviceable condition and not the failed condition some members suspected.

Once the board was assured the sewer system was usable, they moved strongly to address our failing roadways, but they moved forward with caution. Many of our members provided input, outside experts were consulted. One was the City Street Director from Cody, Wyoming. Then there is the Carolyn Maben amendment “it shall not track into my house.”

Our committee feels that we, along with all Association Members owe a debt of gratitude to member Guido Romano, who while serving as a Committee Member saw the need to assemble a group of fellow association members who posess knowledge/skills in the various crafts, codes, engineering, etc. to help address the failing infrastructure within our resort. Over the past 3 seasons good progress has been made restoring our park’s overall quality while controlling costs. Please extend your thanks to member Romano for his idea three seasons ago, as it has resulted in many of the upgrades that exist today.

Regarding off peak power for the Golf Course Pump Station

Our committee has been exploring the feasibility, possible cost savings, scheduling, and any negative issues, etc.

Ken Evenstad who has been acting as our committee’s lead member with regard to this issue has arranged a meeting with a representative from Mohave Electric Co-op.

The meeting will take place November 4th at 10:00 a.m. in the Pro Shop Lounge.

Ken has requested that interested residents attend this meeting.

A census worker will knock on your door, they will have a badge, a handheld device, a Census Bureau canvas bag, and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their identification and their badge before answering their questions. 

However, you should never invite anyone you don't know into your home. Do not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking information to anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census. The Census Bureau will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card numbers. The Census Bureau will not contact you by Email, so be on the lookout for Email scams impersonating the Census.

The Finance Committee is meeting weekly to develop the budget for 2009. This is a complicated process and one which takes a great deal of time. If only we had a crystal ball to tell us what this volatile economy will do in the future! But, since we don’t, we use past history to make the best educated guess for the future. 

Currently, we are in a good financial position. The income for the HOA is over the projected budget and expenses are under. The year-to-date income for the Golf Course is $118,415 and the expenses year-to-date are $144,664. This leaves a net loss of $26,249. However, we have three more months in 2008 and we may see some variances before the end of the year.

It was a big relief to this Board when the FDIC temporally raised their level of insurance, as some of our banks held more than the insured amount of $100,000. Since taking office in February it has been one of my goals to rectify this situation. As these CD’s mature they are being placed where our money will be completely insured after the temporary FDIC raise is no longer in effect. SIGNATURE BOOK
